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National Environmental Policy Act

The National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA) requires 

federal agencies to integrate environmental values into their 

decision making processes by considering the environmental 

impacts of their proposed actions and reasonable alternatives 

to those actions.



Minnesota Environmental Policy Act

The Minnesota Environmental Policy Act of 1973 is based on 

the federal act, and establishes the formal process for 

reviewing the environmental impacts of major development 

projects.  The process operates according to rules adopted by 

the Environmental Quality Board, but the actual reviews are 

usually conducted by a local governmental unit or state 

agency.

ü FTA is required to complete environmental review under NEPA

ü Hennepin County and Met Council share responsibility for compliance with MEPA

ü DEIS is the second key part of the environmental review process:

ü FEIS

ü Record of Decision (ROD)
